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It is Thames Ditton Cricket Club’s policy that parents or guardians are responsible for transporting their own children to and from all matches and practise sessions and therefore Thames Ditton Cricket Club will not be registering private vehicles for the transportation of individuals in connection with any fixtures or practise sessions arranged by the Club. The implementation of this policy is not intended to exclude any player from participation, and any parents or guardians should contact the Age Group Manager if they have any problems with the transportation of players to matches or practise sessions. However, there may be occasions when it is necessary for alternative transport arrangements to be made.

Wearing of Cricket Helmets

It is Thames Ditton Cricket Club’s policy to adopt the ECB safety guidelines on the wearing of cricket helmets by young players up to the age of 18. This guidance can be found at www.play-cricket.com/helmets  . In brief, the guidance recommends that:

· Helmets with a faceguard or grille should be worn when batting against a hard ball in matches and practise sessions.

· Young players should regard a helmet with a faceguard as a normal item of protective equipment when batting, together with pads, gloves and, for boys, an abdominal protector.

· Young wicketkeepers should wear a helmet with a faceguard when standing up to the stumps.

We intend to strictly follow the ECB guidelines in this matter, and will not accept parents or guardians written consent not to allow their child to wear a helmet. However, we may agree, in exceptional circumstances, that a young player need not wear a helmet. Parents/guardians are asked to inform the team managers/captains of the situation and at that time written consent from the parent/guardian will be required which must be in place prior to the start of any match or training session.
